[BaauAaTa (roagnHa) TpUALATL (xBUANH)  ABO  BoCbMa (froAnHa) TPUALATE (XBUAWH) BeYopa

Please note: A 24-hour clock is normally used in formal situations - booking an appointment,
flight/bus/train schedules, concerts/films etc.

“KoTpa roguHa?” is used to ask about the time.
